Appendix “C” 

 

Disciplinary Action for Safety Violations 

 

 

 Jobsite safety is of paramount importance to J.M. Cope Construction company. It is our corporate goal to have all 
projects 100% OSHA compliant. We cannot achieve this goal without the full cooperation of our subcontractors (trade 
partners). None of us can afford the tragedy of a job site fatality. 

 

 At J.M. Cope Construction Company we are determined to do our part to maintain a safe workplace. We expect our 
subcontractors to educate their employees on all applicable OSHA requirements and ensure they understand the importance 
of being safety conscious at all times 

 

 In order to achieve our safety goal, the following disciplinary program will be instituted on January 1, 2008.  

 

 Any trade partner observed in violation of an OSHA requirement or J.M. Cope Construction Company safety rule will be 
issued a warning and required to correct the situation immediately or leave the project. 

 

 The second warning for the same violation will result in a $100 penalty and also require the unsatisfactory condition to be 
corrected immediately or the subcontractor leave the jobsite. 

 

 The third violation will result in a $00 fine and the trade partner adding one additional full-time supervisor on the site to 
ensure the trade partner achieves our goal of being 100% OSHA compliant. 

  

 The fourth violation will result in a meeting with J.M. Cope Construction company management to determine if the trade 
partner will be allowed to continue working on the project. If it is decided to allow the subcontractor to continue on the project, 
then the trade partner will agree to add for the duration of the project, a second additional, full time supervisor on the project 
to monitor the trade’s safety performance.  

 

NOTE: J.M. COPE CONSTRUCTION COMPANY RESERVES THE RIGHT TO EXERCISE, AT MANAGEMENT’S 
DISCRETION, MORE SEVERE PENALTIES, E.G. SUSPENSIONS OR TERMINATIONS IN LIEU OF ORAL AND WRITTEN 
WARNINGS FOR SERIOUS VIOLATIONS EVEN AT THE FIRST OCCURRENCE.
